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every effort to maintain the u-ni-ty of the Spir-it in the bond of peace:

there is one bod-y and one Spir-it, just as you were called to the one hope

of your call-ing, one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of

all, who is a-bove all and through all and in all.
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
