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them in the same excesses of dis-si-pation, and so they blaspheme. But they
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will have to give an accounting to him who stands ready to judge the liv-ing
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and the dead. For this is the reason the gospel was proclaimed e-ven to the
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dead, so that, though they had been judged in the flesh as every- one is judged,
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they might live in the spir-it as God does. The end of all things is near;
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therefore be se-ri-ous and dis-ci-pline yourselves for the sake of your prayers.

Above all, maintain constant love for one an-other, for love co-vers a mul-
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ti-tude of sins.
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
