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CC hen the day of Pente-cost had come, they were all to-gether in

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e-lytes, Cre-tans and Ar-abs—in our own languag-es we hear them speaking
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about God’s deeds of power.” All were amazed and perplexed, say-ing to

one an-other, “What does this mean?” But others sneered and said,“They are
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filled with new wine.” But Pe-ter, standing with the e-lev-en, raised his voice
