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King Herod heard of the demons cast out and the many who were a-noint-ed and cured,
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for Jesus’ name had be-come known. Some were say-ing, “John the baptizer has been
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raised from the dead; and for this reason these powers are at work in him.” 15 But oth-
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ers said, “It is E- li- jah.” And oth-ers said, “It is a prophet, like one of the prophets of
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old.” 16 But when Her-od heard of it, he said, “John, whom I beheaded, has been
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raised.” 17 For Herod himself had sent men who arrested John, bound him, and put him
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in prison on account of Herodias, his broth-er Phil-ip’s wife, because Herod had mar-

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But she could not, 20 for Herod feared John, knowing that he was a right-eous and ho-
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ly man, and he pro-tect-ed him. When he heard him, he was greatly per-plexed; and yet
