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He replied, “How can I, unless someone guides me?” And he invit-ed
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Phil- ip to get in and sit be- side him. Now the passage of the scripture
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that he was reading was this: “Like a sheep he was led to the slaughter,
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and like a lamb si-lent be-fore its shear-er, so he does not o-pen
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his mouth. In his humil- i- ation justice was denied him. @ Who can de-
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scribe his gen-er-ation? For his life is tak-en away from the earth.”
