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S oon afterward he went to a town called Nain, and his dis-ciples and
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a large crowd went with him. As he approached the gate of the town, a
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man who had died was be- ing carried out. He was his mother’s only son,

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When the Lord saw her, he was moved with compassion for her and said
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to her, “Do not cry.” Then he came forward and touched the bier, and
